JANUARY 31, 2021

First Reading: Deuteronomy 18:15-20

Moses explains to the people that a prophet will come from among them, and
that they should listen to this prophet’s words, for God has told him of this
prophet. God also tells Moses that anyone who pretends to speak in his
words, or speaks in the name of other gods shall die.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 7:32-35

Paul tells the Corinthians how an unmarried man or woman is able to devote
themselves fully to God without concern for the needs of a spouse. Paul
explains that God wants to help them promote good and devote themselves
more fully to God.

Gospel: Mark 1:21-28

As Jesus was teaching, a man with an unclean spirit came to the synagogue
and asked if Jesus had come to destroy them. Jesus ordered the spirit out of
the man, who shrieked violently as the spirit departed. The people were
amazed at the authority he had over the spirit.

Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time
January 31, 2021

“Then they came to Capernaum, and on the Sabbath Jesus
entered the synagogue and taught. The people were astonished
at his teaching, for he taught as one having authority and not as
the scribes... All were amazed and asked one another: ‘What is
this? A new teaching with authority. He commands even the
unclean spirits and they obey him.’ His fame spread everywhere
throughout the whole region of Galilee.”

Mark’s gospel finds Jesus in Capernaum, a town on the northern edge
of the sea of Galilee. Today the focus is on the teaching role of Jesus.
Last week we had the summary message, ‘The kingdom of God is at
hand. Repent and believe in the gospel.” His message is heard, and
the people respond.

The same authority is found in the church’s teaching today. We are not
to be cafeteria Christians, choosing to follow this point, but rejecting
what doesn’t seem to please US, or challenges my way of life. May we
embrace the teaching role of the church to direct our Christian lives in
matters of faith and morals.

Notice Regarding Reporting Sexual Abuse of a Minor

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a minor to law
enforcement. If you are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon, religious or lay employee or
volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the matter to law
enforcement. If any priest, deacon, religious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has
cause or reason to suspect that a minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, including child sexual
abuse, the matter will be reported to law enforcement.

It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state regulations. In accordance with the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Protective Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also be made
immediately by phone to the 24 hour Child Abuse hotline (Childline) at 1-800-932-0313 or electronically at
www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis. To this end, the Diocese is equally committed to adhering to the norms of
the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children and
Young People, which includes supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual
well being. As such, information regarding an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also be reported

Seeing a Future Full of Hope

SHAPING A BLUEPRINT FOR THE FUTURE OF THE DIOCESE

In Today’s homily for the Second Sunday of Advent, Bishop Bambera explained to us that
it is time for the whole Church of Scranton to take a good look at the life of our parishes and to
project a future vision in response to God’s call today.

Your Pastors have taken first steps in this conversation in recent deanery meetings, and
now it is essential to broaden this conversation to include all of the faithful.

Bishop Bambera Pointed out to us the reality of change in our world and in our local communities,
and so we know that we will continue to face and respond to change within the church. “'m
inviting all of the faithful,” he said, “to simply focus on how we best engage the mission of the
gospel in these changing times.” Some of these changes include shifting demographics, differing
attitudes about formal church participation, and diminishment in numbers of ordained priests
available to serve as full-time pastors.

In the coming year, then, Bishop Bambera is asking us to continue working together to
fashion a “blueprint” if you will— a pathway for our ocal Church, tailored to each deanery and to
each parish—for how we will meet both the challenges and opportunities we will face in the next
ten year period.

In his Homily he stressed that, “while every parish is similar in what is being asked to do
and to be, each parish will respond to this process in ways that are unique to its situation and
circumstances.

PLANNING GUIDANCE FOR EACH DEANERY
Guiding the overall process are these planning assumptions as common elements across

the Diocese:

o The benchmarks for vibrant parishes are in accord with the vision expressed in Bishop
Bambera’s Pastoral letter, especially pages 7-13

« In every local circumstances, efforts are made to best utilize the particular ministry gifts of the
clergy and, at the same time, to mobilize the gifts of all the baptized.

« [Each deanery blueprint implementation is unique, and may consider such questions as:
number of worship sites, Mass schedules and wise investment of resources.

« No deanery is planning in isolation—the circumstances in one may occasion change in
another.

o Parish pastoral plans are respected and help to inform deanery level plans.

« Recommendations from deaneries or parishes are brought to Diocesan review.

o Parishes in linked relationship, sharing a Pastor, will be given additional planning support to
evaluate and craft the best path forward.

o Every parish calls forth those individuals whose capacity for pastoral leadership could be
developed through vocational discernment for priesthood, religious life, lay ministry or
permanent diaconate.
