THIRTY SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

First Reading: 2 Maccabees 7:1-2, 9-14

A king tortured a Jewish family, and tried to make them violate the laws.
They all refused to give in and violate the laws. All of the family members
told the king they would rather die at his hands than surrender their hope
of being resurrected by God.

Second Reading: 2 Thessalonians 2:16—3:5

“May our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who has
loved us and given us everlasting encouragement and good hope
through his grace, encourage your hearts and strengthen them in
every good deed and word.”

We spend many hours and more dollars at the greeting card store to get
the right card for whatever occasion.

Can you find anything which can match the words Paul wrote to his
friends? Probably not. Two words which jump from the text are
encouragement and hope. These are basic wishes for a get-well card, a
sympathy note or simple best wishes.

God’s grace is amazing and is present when we ask, and is our gift to
others when we pray. May his words be on our lips and in our hearts as
we pray for others.

Our primary focus of this ministry is The
Elder, or those younger yet unable to leave their homes for Mass.

Extraordinary Ministers of Communion every four to six weeks,
please let us know this during the month of November so a schedule
can be prepared.

An Extraordinary Minister of Communion will call to make
an appointment to visit you at your convenience.

The visit is usually 30 to 45 minutes and includes a brief
sociable conversation about the current happenings in
our parish followed by prayer together: hearing the
Scripture of the Liturgical Season; offering some
intentions and intercessions for our general and personal
needs; praying the Our Father and the Lamb of God; the
giving and receiving of the Eucharist with quiet
moments for silent prayer afterwards
